Everyone, at some time, enjoys a nice relaxing kung-fu movie, right? Well, how about an interactive kung-fu movie with the fighting champ, Jet Lee. That’s exactly what you get playing Rise to Honor. With the push of a button, Jet Lee can be jumping off walls kicking enemies or picking up items such as chairs, knives, and even fish which can be used as weapons or thrown at the enemy.

Kit Yun (Jet Lee) is an undercover cop infiltrating a Chinese criminal organization. After being on the inside for a few years, Kit realizes some of the people in the business aren’t as bad as he thought, the boss, Chiang, being one of them. When the boss is assassinated, Kit travels to San Francisco to deliver a letter to the ex-boss’s daughter, Michelle. While the new boss, Kwan, attempts to capture her, Kit ends up doing whatever it takes to protect her.
Although the graphics aren’t stunning, the seamless game play to movie, and vice-versa, more than makes up for it. Not to mention the smooth fighting due to the motion capture used to create it.
Rise to Honor has an easy to learn game play system which allows for great looking attack sequences. Pushing the joystick in any direction results in an attack in that direction, giving the game more of a cinematic experience than a game. Sadly, with a simple control system comes the risk of repetitiveness.
Also, the player doesn’t need to remember any button combos to do the cool attacks. After several regular-looking attacks, the view will sometimes change and the player will see a slow motion power-attack. There is also an adrenaline attack mode, which does different attacks and a whole lot more damage than normal attacks.

The game automatically saves with nothing more than a small symbol in the bottom corner to inform the player anything was done, with no interruption while the movie scene plays, another way this game has a seamless quality.

Rise to Honor gives an action filled trip with an easy and innovative control system. If Jet Lee movies are something you enjoy, than Rise to Honor is defiantly worth a try.
